On Labor Day 2007, few of the political pundits along the Potomac could have predicted accurately the outcome of the Presidential Primaries 2008 on either the Republican or the Democratic side. Republicans might well have fielded an even dozen, with only one pro-abortion; Democrats may have had eight, all pro-abortion. Those who pretend that the political parties are the same are dead wrong. 

The outstanding difference between the major political parties in the United States is that we, the Right To Life Movement in coalition with the pro-family organizations, have placed a right-to-life plank in the Republican National Platform. The Democratic National Platform accepts social-planning abortion in the guise of “women’s concerns” along with other anti-family positions masquerading as “equal rights” with a special interpretation of “gender equity”. The Right To Life Movement is non-partisan, but we have created a stronghold nationally where we found it possible to do so. We have a somewhat broader participation on the state level, but the national platforms are still a major factor in determining where citizens vote “pro-life”.
Pro-life activists must understand that the political coalition that has been effective in holding the White House for 20 of the last 28 years has provoked persistent and calculating adversaries. As if it were not enough to have the population control apparatus and its unlimited financial backing against our efforts, their allies in the mass media make their attacks from the “objective sources”. Because some of our most valuable exposure has been on PBS, many pro-lifers forget the strong leftist bias which reflects in the voices of many of its leading journalists.
There are two who appear to have agendas set on disrupting the pro-family coalitions. They appear to be obsessed with presenting guests who are dissident Evangelicals, non-conservative Conservatives and self-professed Christians who have new interpretations of the “Ten Commandments”. These are Bill Moyers (Bill Moyers’ “Journal”) and David Brancaccio (his former associate on “Now” currently hosted by Brancaccio). One of their favorite guests is a Conservative dissembler who gives a revisionist view of the Reagan Revolution. I have never seen a Right To Life activist on either program who was actually part of the Reagan Revolution.
We have the perennial problem in presidential elections of trying to persuade our friends not to defeat ourselves. There is no perfect candidate and most of us in the Right To Life Movement have come to this understanding. Some of our coalition allies are threatening not to participate in the elections if their choice is not nominated for Vice President. I have only two requirements for the vice-presidential nominee to run with Senator Mc Cain: he must support the Republican National Platform and he must have raised money and won elections (delegates) in this election’s primaries. Only two people qualify: former Arkansas Governor Mike Huckabee and former Massachusetts Governor Mitt Romney.
We will join the National Right To Life Committee in supporting Senator John McCain for President. Arizonans sent him to Congress as a right-to-life legislator and he has remained so. Those who have been holding back need to re-examine their hesitation. That John McCain became the last man standing in the Republican race is a miracle. Most people can remember that Senator McCain was written off by the mass media before the New Hampshire primaries. His resurrection was providential. I could never take the risk of opposing a plan beyond earthly knowing------Someone had a reason for saving him from death in a war prison-camp.
My pledge has been to bring about a new politics which will be a re-statement of the best of the old: bringing the government of the people back to the people. This can be done only by defending the right to life, the cornerstone and foundation of our Constitution and our Republic.
